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MR. BAKER: The census work is'done by NDOW. We do
our own habitat monitoring just like we do for livestock
or wildlife.

AUDIENCE ﬁEMBER: You say you'll be here to answer
duestions. Will you do anything we aék you to?

.MR._HAYES: I was warnqd not to agree to that, but,
yeah, we'll all be around for as long as you alllwant to
stay and talk, we'll be here.

AUDIENCE MEMBER: Do you have time for one more
question? Mr. Baker mentioned twice about an
environmental assessment. Does that mean you've ruled out
already that there will not be a full-blown environmental
assessment?

MR. HAYES: No, an environmental assessment tells
you that if you conduct an environmental assessment under
the rules of the national environmental policy and at the
end of that analysis you cannot find a -- what's called a
finding of no sigrificant impact, then you are led to an
EIS. 1It's by procedure. You don't start with an EIS.

You start with an EA and either culminate with an EA or it
leads ydu to the EIS. That's the process. §So, no, that's
not ruled out. Again, I'd like to thank you all for
coming and we'll be here to talk for a while if you would
like to. Thank you.
