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1 (Audience laughter.) 

2 MR. ELICKER: He was a new guy who was a 

3 district supervisor and he said, "Well, I'm new here and 

4 I'm from Alaska and I don't know much about this." 

5 Well, let me try -­ he tried to talk 

6 about the fact that the cows provided a glimpse of the 

7 pastoral spendor of the gorge. 

8 (Audience laughter.) 

9 MR. ELICKER: That they -­ that they did 

10 control blackberries and that, no, just because the mud's 

11 all torn up and all the cow shit's in the water didn't 

12 mean they really interfered with water quality. 

13 (Audience laughter.) 

14r MR. ELICKER: Well, between about forty­

1~ five of us, he got the message and the message was, 

16 "We want these stinking cows off our park and we want 

17 it done today." 

18 And then, I kind of -­ being the nice 

19 guy I am -­ said, "Well, it doesn't have to be today. 

20 When's his contract end?" 

21 He said, "Well, a few months." 

22 "Well, okay, when his contract's over, 

23 that's the end of it." 

24 And, sure enough, state park, they hemmed 

25 and hawed. They did a management plan. They did every­
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thing they could do but, in the end, they were faced with 

a very irate group of people from a lot of different 

groups that were furious over this and they -- the guy's 

not -- the (unintelligible). After twelve years or fifteen 

years or twenty years of grazing out there, the cows are 

gone off Rooster Rock. 

I chalked up three (unintelligible) dead 

cows on the side� of my desk. 

(Audience laughter.) 

MR. ELICKER: And that's, you know, and 

that's why I said the opportunities with a state park, 

just find the opportunities.
